in special education; and has returned home to serve as the Learning Support Teacher for Ramallah
Friends Upper School.

Finally, we want to share the outcome of our Spring Appeal, in
which we spoke of the pressing needs at that time for emergency
relief for Gaza. Your specially designated gifts, which were
combined with those from Ramallah Friends Meeting, totaled
$2,950 for Gaza relief. Through the good services of the United
Palestinian Appeal, these funds provided Al-Awda Hospital, in
Gaza with desperately needed consumable and pharmaceutical
medical supplies.
